· Wilson served with Judge Kaman for the United Nations Mission in Kosovo and then went to Rwanda, observing efforts at reconciliation following the brutal genocide of 1994.  He is currently making a film that includes testimonies from participants in gacaca courts, the informal Rwandan judiciary established to promote justice and healing.
