Congo: Joint Offensive Against a Militia 
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More than 1,000 Rwandan soldiers crossed into Congo on Tuesday as part of a joint Congo-Rwanda military offensive against a Hutu militia that has been terrorizing eastern Congo for years. United Nations officials said the Rwandans crossed the border near Goma and were working as “advisers” for the Congolese troops. Congo and Rwanda have not been on good terms recently, with the Congolese government accusing Rwanda of backing a mostly Tutsi rebel force in the same region. The Congolese government, though, invited Rwanda to help patrol the border. The Hutu militia fled to Congo from Rwanda in 1994, after participating in genocide there. 
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
