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Congo: U.N. Reports Widespread Rights Abuses

Government soldiers and rebels in eastern Congo have committed serious human right abuses, including mass killings, arbitrary executions, rape and torture, a United Nations report says. Elements of the Congolese Army and the national police were responsible for many serious violations from July to November, including arbitrary executions, rape, torture and cruel and inhuman treatment, the report said. The rebels have also “perpetrated serious human rights abuses with impunity,” the report said, including mass killings, torture, abductions, forced recruitment of children and sexual violence. 
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
