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Ladies and gentlemen, 

I am sending the findings of Parliament after the arrest of the Prime Minister of the Congo, Adolphe Muzito before Parliament in April 2010. No comment. 

"Illicit enrichment relatives of Joseph Kabila and insecurity: 

This seems to me outrageous! Therefore, it is desirable that the provisions of Article 99 of the Constitution should be strictly enforced by the Supreme Court of Justice. 

On the security issue, acknowledge the members of South Kivu, we find sadistic and irresponsible your government says without embarrassment that peace reigns throughout the national territory ... Caught in a lie (the Prime Minister, a scapegoat? http://www.congoindependant.com/article.php?articleid=5591) 

black DRC in April as the violence of extreme gravity took place just when MONUC is currently packing up and that its withdrawal issue is now on the agenda. Strong signal a return to violence? 

Dozens of residents of Mbandaka were victims of summary executions. Local sources accuse of "Rwandan soldiers" and members of the praetorian guard of Joseph Kabila brought reinforcements into the city. 

The arrests and killings of citizens of the Province of Ecuador blithely continue despite the denunciations of NGOs advocating Human Rights. Kabila and his cronies have to make recommendations to each other. They listen to only one language ... 

The DRC has lost between 1999 and 2004 over 10 billion USD, according OGT Observatory Governance and Transparency. A sum which would have allowed him to pay its foreign debt and increase economic development projects. Alas ... 

Elections hypothetical: 
So far, no timetable has been set and no one knows when the electoral rolls will be updated. Above all, the government announced its intention to change the presidential term .... a magazine? 

CONCLUSION OF THE ORAL QUESTION WITH DEBATE ADDRESSED TO HIS EXCELLENCY THE PRIME MINISTER BY THE HONOURABLE JOHN LUCIEN Tongbai BUSS 

Honourable Speaker, 

Honourable Members and Colleagues, 

I would, from this high rostrum to congratulate all the Honourable Members for the relevance of questions asked and the importance of concerns raised during the debate on 21 April. The consensus around the issues raised by national parliamentarians has revealed the extent of the challenges our nation faces as he looks to the Government for specific answers. 

Honourable Members, the Government program approved by the parliamentary majority in October 2008 should serve as a basis for evaluating its work and judge its effectiveness. 

Indeed, the answers just given by the Prime Minister to the concerns of Deputies does not convince me and satisfied. Just compare the goals of its own program and observe the reality on ground to measure the extent of performance cons! 

The failure of government action and the admission of powerlessness of the head of Government have matched only by the lack of political will, inefficiency and stagnation that has characterized his coming, so that the coverage of public demand remains weak and unsatisfied. 

Excellency Mr. Prime Minister, 

The logic of the state minimum you have to support, which is simply just the minimum, the routine problems of vital importance and yet the guilty indifference which characterized your government suffocate me as the consequences of such a practice can be harmful. 

D 'Some of us had thought that the inventory that you were drawing at the presentation of your program in 2008, stemmed from the master of your Government to root causes of the collapse of the state and therefore the strategic and actions of your program appeared as suitable remedies. In fact, the diagnosis made by your Government to implement its program, the ground reality that permeates the daily lives of Congolese sufficient proof, if proof were needed, that what is significant is failure.


Combined, the issues of Honourable Members have not found satisfactory answers from you. 

1. Issues related to political and institutional reform 

Unlike the optimism of the Government, the facts demonstrate: 

- the shrinking supply characterized by democratic non-consolidation process, questioning the balance of political power and independence of the judiciary, non-observance of human rights and fundamental freedoms, narrowing the space for expression by violent repression of political demonstrations, the lack of access to public opposition to the media;


- The inability, if not the refusal to hold municipal elections and local 

- the inability to implement the constitutional provisions for decentralization, local governance, transfer of skills and resources 

- the absence of state authority in that public service provision is inadequate, that the needs of security, justice, freedom and peace remain unfulfilled; 

- the weakness of the Government and its inability to seize and exercise all its constitutional powers, leaving the way open to the dreaded parallel government repeatedly denounced for taking the country hostage; 

2. Issues related to defense, security and public order

While the Government had formally committed to thoroughly restructure the army, security services and the national police, the Government's responses refer only four years later, the process is still in its embryonic phase and virtual. The army and Republican national deterrent forces promised for 2011 remains an illusion. The Government has been unable to implement reforms consistent. Worse yet, the Prime Minister refers towards this goal at the end of 2024. 

Furthermore, through a selective policy of reintegration, rehabilitation, stirring, or mixing based on ethnic or provincial, that is, mean subjective doubled the stigma fed ex cons-FAZ, ex-LAC and others, the Government has excluded several fellow of the army, forced others into exile and sent several of them in prison or they spent several months without cause or trial. 

The armed forces of the DRC and are composed of several compatriots whose actual strength is unknown. Poorly paid, poorly housed, poorly treated, Congolese soldiers live in indescribable poverty and the Government has done nothing to improve their living conditions. This same equipment, doctrine or discipline that have remained uncertain. 

The security services are characterized by a dysfunction that can in no way guarantee the sovereignty of the country. The national police, whose numbers are unknown as is the case for the army is totally helpless and inadequate to ensure its mission. Composed of disparate elements, it does not cover efficiently the national territory. Unable to perform the sovereign functions provided in the Constitution, the national police is thus itself a source of insecurity for the population. The country has to be led by a police officer does not always have the professionalism required and for which either nepotism or cronyism have been the promotion criteria. 

For four years, insecurity has won several parts of territory and the rest of localized conflicts have proliferated poorly managed and are in the process of fragmenting the country with a risk of disintegration if not dismemberment. South Kivu in Ecuador from the North Kivu and Orientale Province, insecurity reigns, whether caused by domestic and foreign armed groups (the FDLR, FRF LRA Mbororo and others) or by FARDC. 

It is astonishing that the Prime Minister support without embarrassment that peace reigns throughout the national territory and that there remains some residual pockets of insecurity. 

At a time when we speak, Fizi center is emptied of its population has fled clashes between FARDC soldiers of the Tutsi ethnic group from May to May and defending their territory, we relate our 
elected colleagues in the province of South Kivu. Some new threats loom on the horizon with the amplification of movements known poachers in the province of Bandundu, Equateur and Kasai. He did not pass a single day without any loss of life, women raped, villages burned, kidnapped girls, people displaced internally and externally without the Government does it émeuve. There is no proactive approach nor appropriate operational responses.


With specific regard to cases of conflict with Ecuador, both central and provincial governments assume any responsibility for the development of this conflict for failing to act when Deputies, Senators and Customary authorities had cautioned and suggested ways of crisis as the conflict was between two villages, and more for not following the recommendations of the National Assembly. The search for scapegoats among the Deputies and the arrest of the Honourable Oscar MOLAMBO detained by the ANR in violation of the laws of the Republic, for sending sheets for the construction of a school in his constituency, n ' is one way to give a political justification for a security problem seriously mishandled by the politico-military province on one hand and, secondly, an attempt by the Central Government to mask its faults and its repeated culpable indifference in that conflict as is the case with so many other parts of the country. 

3. Regarding the consolidation of macroeconomic stability and growth, the macroeconomic situation remains fragile and the results obtained in this area fall short of program goals. 

A. The rate of growth of GDProse from 6 2% in 2008 to only 2.7% in 2009 against the respective provisions of 8 and 5.4%. These results do not reflect performance when compared with the projections. 

The limited nature of the vision of growth sectors that did not incorporate such sectors as agriculture, industry, foreign trade, transport and Communication does not allow the country to optimally exploit its growth potential. 

The goal of a robust and sustainable growth requires improving the business climate certainly involves some administrative measures and legislation essential. However, without the opening up 
of the provinces by dense networks of communication and reliable, there is no development of domestic markets, not national competitiveness, not mass appeal of investors, no increase in income. 

The non-outbreak special economic zones supported by the IFC because of inconsistencies in actions of government departments are all factors that difficulty in mastering your Government to improve economic performance in our country, instead of settling for the least effort. 
Stagnation of your government is still remarkable as regards the dynamics of market integration. The Democratic Republic of Congo has much to focus on the development of trade and industrial projects Integrators with countries in the subregion of Central Africa, Eastern and Southern Africa. 

The political will of the Heads of State of ECCAS and SADC has not been broken down into economic projects, industrial and agricultural products needed to spur economic growth. 

B. The exchange rate and changes in consumer price. 

Honourable Members, for your information, the exchange rate recorded at December 31, 2006, in a political election was won by FC of 521.25 per U.S. dollar. It is CF 567.47 U.S. dollars in October 2008 when the present Government is invested by the National Assembly. As we conclude this debate, the exchange rate market in Kinshasa is 920 U.S. dollars CF. 

The consumer price end of period rose 10% in 2007, cons, and 48.7 respectively 27.6% % in 2008 and 2009 in particular because of the poor outlook for public finances and lack of orthodoxy in management. 

4. Issues related to development of the provinces 

- the Government has secretly refused to complete the election process started in 2006 and, as such, it has deliberately stifled local initiative and any outburst of self management of basic entities, 

- clearly The Central Government has set itself the task of permanently destabilize the institutions of some provinces and systematically to stifle the development of the latter. The most obvious examples are those of the Province of South Kivu where the Central Government, elected by the South Kivu province of Governors requires that eventually brought down and the Province of Ecuador which is an office of the Provincial Assembly has been imposed in any irregularities and the Central Government has not only condoned assault, but rather, it did not stop to deal with those who took power in violation of the constitution and laws of the Republic 

- the selective execution of development projects of the provinces most part of projects from the State budget have never experienced the beginning of execution by the Government in some provinces, while the funds available for carrying out work in a province have been diverted to another without good reason (Case of $ 13,340,576 made available for the construction of social housing) 

- only actions financed by Donors and NGOs allow provinces to hope, the repayments to the provinces being managed without control and mismanagement reported by the institutions and departments are covered by the Central Government 

- the goal of robust and sustainable growth requires improving the business environment that involves laws and certainly some administrative measures necessary. However, without the opening up of the provinces by dense networks of communication and reliable, there is no development of domestic markets, not national competitiveness, no massive attraction of private investors, not increase revenue. 

5. In the social sector and support for humanitarian issues 

The year 2010 was declared by the Executive: "Year of the social." 
However, given the social indicators, the average Congolese in 2010 became four times more poor than it was only 4 years ago, that is to say in 2006.


Hold! 
The salaries of civil servants, soldiers and police are in constant two times less than they earned in 2006. The bailiff, the police officer and the soldier touched respectively 40.638FC, or U.S. $ 86.38; 21.500FC, or $ 45 U.S. and 16.000FC, or $ 34 U.S.. Today, the bailiff button 40.638FC or U.S. $ 44.6; 34.000FC the police, or U.S. $ 37 and the soldier 41.000FC, or $ 45 U.S..

Indeed, the salary of the bailiff as the Policeman and soldier are not worth a bag of rice that comes on the market in Kinshasa to 45,750 CF. The public official of the State having the rank of Director or equivalent is 59,923 CF or Us $ 65, less than the 20 + box of mackerel or commonly called THOMSON MPIODI 60.784FC which costs either $ 66 Us locations Who among government members can live and provide for his family with such a salary paid irregularly, and no other benefits under the Staff of the Public Service Career of the state. 

This wage level is equivalent in March 2010, in real terms, half of the wages actually paid in January 2006. Yet between 2006 and 2010, the State Budget of own resources has increased at least threefold. 
Is it still reminded the Government that the diplomatic staff has remained unpaid for several months and the financial authorities are waiting for their reimbursements 5 months. 

At the same time, prices for groceries, rent and transportation in the city of Kinshasa have been respectively an increase of about 333%, 200% and 413% between January 2006 and March 2010 . 

As indicated in the figures, the Congolese population has become more depleted in 2010 with a purchasing power diminished four times and twice wages decreased in real terms for those still working. 

In the field of health public health infrastructure, the supply of pharmaceutical products, the administration of quality care, laboratory equipment so that others are totally inadequate, and the mortality rate is increasing. In this vein, the situation of the provinces is even worse than that of the capital. Except oversight on my part, no hospital of 150 beds per province of the 31 included in the Government's program has been built, just as no health center of the territory in the 145 planned. The rehabilitation of three schools by territory under the government program has not had a start of execution. The large number of teachers who are not mechanized and therefore unpaid and non-mechanized schools, especially in the provinces show weak support of your Government to persistent problems in the education sector. 

Similarly, conditions lives of students in universities across the country, including overcrowding, hygiene, lack of libraries and laboratories, outdated buildings and irregularity, if not stop payment of the scholarship are all the problems the Government has not resolved. 

Concerning housing, there is no social housing built during the housing demand has increased. 
As for employment, it should be noted that some youth Kinshasa accessed seasonal and precarious jobs, but on the whole national territory, the lack of opportunity in employment has plunged to 94% of Congolese seeking employment in an indescribable anguish. 

Regarding the water and electricity, drinking water and electricity service have not evolved significantly. Even in the city of Kinshasa, in several municipalities, millions of Kinshasa live every day the nightmares of lack of water for some, and irregular supply of drinking water for others. Similarly, the lack of electricity supply plunging every day, whole parts of the city into darkness and systematization of the phenomenon "downloading" illustrate the Government's failure to improve the quality of life of Congolese as advocated by Millennium Development Goals. 

In the land sector, the Government has been unable to resolve land disputes in a timely fashion. Similarly, poor management of displaced populations is the basis of land disputes. This explains the increasing number of clashes between communities and villages in almost all of our provinces. 

Regarding humanitarian support, the Government has been completely irresponsible, leaving IDPs and refugees to their sad fate, which should 
point them hello to the interventions of the international community. 

6. Issues of poor governance, corruption and illicit enrichment 

- I wish the Prime Minister personally responsible for the institutionalization of corruption as a mode of management and for political actors. Look into my eyes! 
Honourable Members, under parliamentary control, the Financial Economic Commission of the National Assembly found it necessary to hear the first minister, serving as Minister of Budget, so on three important issues feel the smell of corruption. 

This is the payment of $ 5,856,200 to the company SODIPRO Us for an order of fishing nets, fertilizer and agro-food, the letter of payment guarantee in favor of Congolese Bank on the procurement in pre concluded between the Congolese Government and individual companies MIKE "EGM Construct" dated June 2, 2007 for $ 10,000,000. $ Us and the standing order and establishment of promissory notes for the payment of the debt to the Bank on the Congolese Congolese government amounted to the sum of $ 68,618,973 Us locations 

this regard, Minister of Budget then and current Prime Minister has never deigned to respond to the letter of the Honorable President of the National Assembly sent him, dated December 9, 2009 and inviting him to appear before the Economic and Financial Committee of the National Assembly dated 11 December 2009 to be heard on these three cases, thus obstructing parliamentary control. 

- lack of political will to fight against corruption and illicit enrichment. 
- It is ironic that at a time where people wallow in misery, some members of the Government of the Republic of rival zeal to get rich without cause. They talk of profiteering by some members of the Government, and the Informed sources attribute the Prime Minister following acquisitions: 

( Circle Elais several million U.S. dollars 
( construction output of 40 villas Kinkole; 
( the creation of an airline (AIR BAN) with two planes; 
( construction of a modern Ballroom LIVULU neighborhood in the town of LEMBA; 
( construction by the German workers of a building over 10 floors Socimat the neighborhood in the town of Gombe 
( Construction of a 4-story building on 3rd Street LIMETE, Industrial Area; 
( Residence GAIGER on Boulevard du 30 June; 
( A large boat operated by the company SAfrica, and so on. 

This seems to me outrageous! Therefore, it is desirable that the provisions of Article 99 of the Constitution should be strictly enforced by the Supreme Court of Justice. 

As you realize you, Dear Colleagues, a large gap exists between the government program and the political, security, economic, social and humanitarian. The contract between the Government of the National Assembly has thus been broken following the poor results recorded by him. Our people expect us clear signals as representatives of the nation, to help him out of the multifaceted crisis in which he is diving. What can we do better and keep a clear conscience if we will never be able to punish a government whose failure is obvious and proven admission of impotence. 

For my part, the Government must be punished. 

To do a motion of censure will be filed within hours and in accordance with Article 146 of the Constitution.
