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Ethiopia: Ex-Dictator Sentenced to Death

Ethiopia’s Supreme Court sentenced the former dictator Mengistu Haile Mariam to death, agreeing with the prosecution that a life sentence he received last year did not match the seriousness of his crimes. Mr. Mengistu, left, has lived in exile in Zimbabwe since being driven from power in 1991 and is unlikely to face punishment if its president, Robert Mugabe, wins a runoff election next month and retains power. Mr. Mengistu was found guilty of genocide committed during his 14-year reign. 
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
