Please join Angelina Atyam for a discussion on the situation in northern Uganda and what Ugandans are doing to promote peace and reconciliation.

In 1998, Angelina Atyam was honored by the United Nations with a human rights prize for her work on behalf of thousands of abducted children throughout Uganda. Atyam's own daughter disappeared one day in 1996 along with dozens of other girls from her school, taken by the  Lord's Resistance Army (LRA).  Atyam soon banded together with other families to found the Concerned Parents Association (CPA). She became an outspoken campaigner for the return of her daughter and for the other kidnapped children. The CPA gained momentum thanks to Atyam's tireless work and travels throughout the hardest-hit areas of northern Uganda. She advocated rehabilitation and reconciliation, and the CPA worked to establish care centers for the escapees, who often returned home in troubled condition.
