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As many of you may already know, in September and November of 2010, the Salzburg Global Seminar is holding two events in Schloss Leopoldskron in Salzburg, Austria on some of the most pressing legal issues of today. We very much hope that you'll be able to join us for one or both of these exciting programs. 

Designed specifically for our Fellows, Enforcing the Laws of War: Modern Day Challenges to the Geneva Conventions will take place from September 28 to October 1. This session will look at the difficulties faced by the many groups responsible for increasing knowledge and respect for the Conventions, enforcing or abiding by them in times of conflict, and prosecuting those who fail to shield civilians from violence. Amongst others, we'll examine the roles played by the International Committee of the Red Cross, the International Criminal Court, the United Nations, National governments and judiciaries, and both state and non-state combatants with the aim of increasing cooperation (where possible) or at the very least increased respect for the safety of civilians caught up in the worlds' conflicts. 

We hope that you will also be interested in our important forthcoming session on Islamic and International Law: Searching for Common Ground. This program will take place from November 14 to 19. The session will be the second in a series, started in October 2008, in partnership with the International Bar Association. It will examine areas of common ground between the traditions of Islamic and of international law, bringing together a high-level group of Muslim scholars and jurists, international lawyers, and academics, to engage in a sustained, focused, and practically oriented discussion that can nurture critical academic research across both traditions. In particular this session will contribute directly to a book, which is to be a key outcome of the Common Ground project. The draft text will be circulated before the event and the text will be debated with authors and commentators during the session. Edward Mortimer, Senior Vice President of Salzburg Global Seminar, will then write a commentary derived from our discussions which will be published as part of the final volume. We look forward to rich and creative insights and diverse perspectives brought together at Salzburg to inform this crucial work and hope that you can join the program.
