The workshop highlights Argentina’s military regime in the ‘dirty war’ from 1976-1983 when an estimated 30,000 artists, activists, and professionals, called the ‘disappeared,’ were tortured and killed.

This program is in partnership with Mixed Blood’s production of The House of the Spirits/La Casa de los Espiritus, based on the internationally-acclaimed novel by Isabel Allende.  All workshop attendees will see the matinee performance of “The House of the Spirits.”

Presenters:

Photographer Sylvia Horwitz , on her exhibit “Desaparecidos:  Mothers of the Disappeared” -Argentine Jewish women who are part of the madres, women who have been publicly protesting their sons’ and husbands’ disappearances for thirty years and advocating for memory, truth, and justice.  

Dr. Kathryn Sikkink, Professor of Political Science at the University of Minnesota, on human rights in Latin America. 

Anna Donnelly, the 2009 recipient of World Without Genocide’s Alice Musabende Outstanding Citizen award, on efforts to construct collective memory in Argentina after the conflict.

The workshop is open to the public.
