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Kenya: Rights Group Seeks Inquiry on Violence

The Kenya National Commission on Human Rights urged the International Criminal Court on Friday to investigate the involvement of government ministers and members of Parliament in the postelection violence that left at least 1,500 people dead. Florence Jaoko, director of the agency, said the group had drawn up a list of 200 people who should be investigated. The list was not made public. Violence erupted after the presidential election on Dec. 27, leading to fighting between ethnic groups and revenge killings. 
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
