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Rwanda: 2 Sentenced for Killing Priests

A military court on Friday sentenced two army captains to eight years in prison for killing 13 Roman Catholic priests during the 1994 genocide. The court also acquitted the officers’ superiors of involvement in the killings. The defendants, Capts. John Butera and Dieudonné Rukeba, were sentenced after pleading guilty. Archbishop Vincent Nsengiyumva of Kigali and two bishops were among the priests who were murdered at a church in central Rwanda on June 5, 1994. Many of the victims were Hutu. 
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
