Rwanda: Ex-Official Given Life Term 
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A Rwandan court on Tuesday sentenced a former justice minister to life in prison after finding her guilty of incitement during the 1994 genocide. The former justice minister, Agnes Ntamabyariro, was the first former senior government official to be tried by the Rwandan authorities in connection with the killing of 800,000 ethnic minority Tutsis and moderate Hutus. “She has been individually implicated in those crimes,” said Augustine Nkusi, Rwanda’s national prosecutor. Most high-profile suspects have been prosecuted by the United Nations’ International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda, which is based in Arusha, Tanzania. 
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
