Sudan: Aid Workers Are Freed
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Two aid workers held hostage in Darfur, one French and one Canadian, were freed after three weeks in captivity. The workers were sent to Darfur by the nongovernmental group International Medical Aid and were in good health, said Foreign Minister Bernard Kouchner of France. International Medical Aid identified them as Stephanie Jodoin, of Canada, and Claire Dubois, of France, who were seized April 4 in southwest Darfur.
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
