Sudan Again Allows Aid Groups

Call it charity by any other name. International aid organizations expelled from Sudan in March have been given the chance to operate there again — as long as they alter their names and logos, said John Holmes, the United Nations humanitarian coordinator. Four American groups have already been authorized, he said. Sudan expelled 13 foreign aid groups and closed three local ones after the International Criminal Court charged President Omar Hassan al-Bashir with war crimes in Darfur. Sudan accused the groups of colluding with the court.
