Zimbabwe's Tsvangirai says 50 dead in poll violence

HARARE, May 27 (Reuters) - More than 50 people have been killed in political violence since Zimbabwe's disputed March 29 elections and over 25,000 people displaced, opposition MDC leader Morgan Tsvangirai said on Tuesday. "Over 50 Zimbabweans have been killed in the past six weeks. More than 25,000 people have been displaced. I've been saddened that Zimbabweans are willing to shed the blood of other Zimbabweans over political differences," Tsvangirai told a news conference in the capital Harare.
